Thoroughly clean the roof rail with
3M™ General Purpose Adhesive
Cleaner (3M™ P/N 08984) to ensure
proper adhesion of the new
windshield molding.

B. Remove the backing from each of
the two areas of adhesive tape
and install the rear end of the
molding to the roof.

C. Install the front end of the molding
along the side of the windshield.
